MUSIC SHOWCASE APPLICATION FORM

SELECTION CRITERIA FOR MUSIC SHOWCASE:

Individual musicians and/or bands playing Irish or Celtic music, folk, ballad, ceili or Irish fusion are eligible to apply to perform in the showcase. 

In selecting acts/performers, priority will be given to showcasing exceptional emerging individuals/groups.

Special consideration will be given to those applicants who can demonstrate they are ready to break in to the North American market and who will benefit most from the networking opportunities provided by the conference.

Showcase participants will be required to supply up to date high quality promotional material for the showcase delegates.

Applicants should note that participants in the showcase will not receive a fee for their performance.  However, a bursary will be provided towards the selected acts/performer’s production and travel costs.

It is important that acts applying must have good band chemistry and personality, stage presence and an ability to communicate with their audience. It would be useful to give evidence of this in your application.

All artists/bands wishing to be considered for the showcase must be Irish or based on the island of Ireland. 

Shortlisted applications will be assessed by a peer panel which will include a representative from Culture Ireland, the Arts Council, the US festival delegation and an independent assessor. 

The decision of the selection panel is final and unsuccessful applicants will not be given individual feedback or application reviews following the process.
